Allen
had savailed ovar fmem Caldicot in Monmouthshire, vis the Sevem Bridge. causing the Chaiman to remark that Alan would have %0 pay to g&t
horme!

Alen has had an intorest in photography fom a vory sacly age, inspked by his father producng prints in his idchen By the 2ge of 12 he was
haiping his fathe In his makeshil dackroom i a section of hak garage  Over tha yaars e went on 10 produca mages in his own darkroom. s
speciality being Landscape and Steam Railway  With the transition to digkal systems he also branched out into wildife photography with a
panchant for bkds  Ma took eady reiramant from a long career in teaching to focus his enarglas In photography, which includas the provision of
ohe-l0-one courses, eifher in indoors with Photoahop, or ouldodrs in Wales' glotious scanery

Alan i self-2aught in Photoshop and Capture Ong Pro, but it was in Phaotoshop that b came to share his considerabla shilke Az many of us will
know.

Overall Afen gave us an axceliant presentation on the powss of Photoshop and his techniques for ine tuning his images. althoagh he was at
pains lo point out that

Hardman which was placed sacond

‘A Passion for Landscapes’ 2 October 2018
On Tussday 20d Octobar, we walcomed Ed Collacott back 10 Davizes Camera Club 1o hear his prasentation entided ‘A Passéon for Landscapes’
Ed started by explaining that he had always boen fascinated with landscapes. As a young boy he enjoyed the countryside and would seek out books with landszape pictures. His favoured
subjects al school weee ahwitys Ant Md Gaography, Later, a4 & young man he taugh! thess subjects o1 8 school whvers he was sbile 10 524 up o dackroom as an adjunct ta his A curticuhim
, Hs interest in photography davaiopad to the point when having kft teaching to traval, he decided 10 try and maka 3 Iving from Ns hobby In
his early years he ravelled all over the world taking photographs, but over the last 20 or 5o years his images have been taken while traveling
around the UK in his camper van
The first half of Ed's presentation concantratad on trees and woodland landscapes taken In all seasons. at
differertt times of day and in varying weather conditions Most of his images were shown in pancramic format
of In @ square crop. He soplained hal these had been takan ather with his large format panaramic camera
(6x17 cams) or with his medium formal camara (6x6 cms) Ha told us that ho does ot use eithar polasising or
grad fiters, prefaring to wait for the right light
In his sary days, he sald b concentrated on black & white images and showed us @ saries of winter woodland images. One, called “Winter Woods', was his
most successhid image. while another “Woodland in Mist” was ona of his favoarites. And thare was a series of Winter Oaks taken in his native Suffolk
He showed us seversl images of what he called the Salisbury Oak. However, having taken many images over many yeors from a distance. he eventusly met
the famar and was abla to walk across the fialds 1o the tree 1o discover that it was actually a Sweet Chastnutt Ona of his Images was 3 quadriptych showing
the “Salishury Qak” in each of the four seasons. Another quadriptych was of beechwaods during the foor seasons
Thers were several images from the New Forest where he 25d he loves Bie vardely and structursl quality of
tha trees Thees were admospheric sutumnal shots showing moody shafs of light through traes In the mist at
dawn He explained that he ofien has lo wait patiently for the light and the compasition to come together Ha

2 '. - said the longer you stand In oné place in the woods, the more you see in the scene and the more wildife you

Ed also Tke 1o photograph autumnal landscapes in ploces fike Ashridge Estate in Herts, Stourhead and
Exmoor. Hs sald that good images can De taken in Mass places & waek o¢ wo balors (he paai of ihe
colours, because fawar leavas will have fallan from the Sees and thore will be fower gaps in the composition
in the secand haif of the avening Ed presanted images of landscapes from around the UK. He started with some stunaing images laken in Bath showing the
Royal Cresoant, the Circus and ths wer at Puliney Bridge
A wonderful panoramic view of Durdle Door was followed by the cifis at Burton Bradstock in a storm, before moving on to Rhossil Beach on the Gower. Froshwater Wast beach in
Pembrokeshire and & few shots on the Brecon Baacuns. Then we saw a lew graal images in Soowdonia and the Lake District
Hs descrbad 3 day spant In haavy showsrs waling for the promissd sunshing bafors balng rewarded with dierantial Ighting and & rainbow
over the Langdale Plkes He also explained that he had avolded taking images of the over photographed Buttormere Pines until ane maming
e caphured them disappaaring into the mist, with aarly moming sunlight catching the mountain top, &l refiacted in the waters of the 1ske
Hs showad two magss of biood-red dawn skies reflacted In the saas off Northumbssland One showed Dunstariburgh Castls a5 & smal
sihouette on the right and the other a siightly larger sihoustte of Bamburgh Castia Besh very dramabic but ultimately faidy simple

On into Scotiand with images taken in Glanco and Ranoach Moor Ed said that. whan ha first took pholos of Buachalls about 20 years ago
very few pacple wend there and 'm mg!llbon was more plentiful Now. however, thousands of people want 1o take the photograph and the ground has been kampled and womn
On Skye, Ed often slays at the Sigachan campsite and ha showed a number of dawn and early moming Imagss taken in the vicinity, showing the Red Cullns ang Marscos. Ha drives up past
Ullapool where he took an amsazing shot of a sunit snowscape while # was snowing . In Sutherdand he showed us 3 rugged landscape. shaped by anclant glaciars with no human habitation

And fialy, ba took us 10 he Ouler Hetwides and to Hamis in particular Beaches 0 rival those in the Caribbean beautitully portrayed by Ed s camera. 3 memocable image of @ r3inbow aich
after a hailstorm and lovely sunset over North Uist rounded off a fabulous evening of wonderful landscape images
In thanking Ed lor & grast evenng s enlarainement Steve. our Chaitman, aluding to the e of the presentation said theee was fitlle doubt ihal Ed certainly hss 8 Passion lor Landscapes A
sentimsat cleany emphasized by a warm tound of applauss from the audience DF
Duage: © Ed Collarenr Top.

With a very difierent approach 1o photography Viveca Koh FRPS travelled from Surrey bringing club members an excelient presentation of thaught proveking images. Sefftaught Viveca is an
antistic and craafive photographer shrays looking new ways 10 craste her images withou! gatting stagnant or complacant

Together with 3 group of offer photographers imerasied In urban exploration o UibEx she gains access 10 long abandoned asylums. dersdict
houses and avan moruaries with & tha detritus kit bahind ovar the years. Taking care net to fall yough floces she mvastigates lang dank

corridors. mouldy rooms and crumbling staikcases looking for interesting subjects. Deep shadows and shafts of light convey the Seeling of despair
that farmer inhabitants might have fell.

Viveca cancentrates on smal detalls and tha history and personil bafongings seft bahind by formar inhabitants. Ofian an ingight Into a long forgotien
&3 with clothing and parsonal balongings showing & past era with a special fascination for detals that give an Insight Into 2 5t the Sms

Often now using 3 smart phone to capture interesting detalls Viveca showed a sedes of menochrome sguare format images taken as she explored a
houss that been lelt compists with its contints sher the deathys of ils cwnen

Oid abandoned industrial bulldings with their insight into the work that once 1ook piace thare provide a jot of Inapiration. ReSactions in wel Sloors. old
docurmants. brokan windows. diapidated bathrooms aifl Inspied hat

Aftor the break Viveca showed the sef of rather poignant and slightly chiling images that she
submitted 1o the RPS on the subject 'Bitth to Death in an Asylam’

She galned her LRPS in 2010 and then lookad for dilferent ways that she could axpress hersslf
and prasant har wark

Staying with her imterest in grafiiti, stroat ant and urban subjects sha introduced textures such as peeling paint and rusty metal 2s overlays
o enhance the images

Giving & paintary tael to her photographs Viveca devslopad vadous tachniques 1o make totally unique images. Using bland modes and
scanned documents as naw layars tha Image & bullt up Colours ara da-saturated to give the mood. 3 dstressed border addad and other
slomants introduced to convey the mood of the image

Two or more exposures can be blended logether wilth sublle shoding added oflen gving
completaly unexpacted rasults

Viveca displayad the 15 prints using & varlety of techniquas that she submitad for her ARPS and sxplaingd how mambsrs could go about
gaining RPS distincions

Developing hver use of muiphs layers and textures Viveca subminiad 20 of her very sumeal — often sbstiact images and was awasrded the
peastigious distinction of FRPS In Visusl Arts in 2014

Vivaca went on to show some of the 'saifies’ that the UrbEx fratemity tke 1o take showing the various buildings that they have
photographed - also same devery put logethar multiple image photographs of hersell and others

Chairman Stave Hardman summed up the avening with ' Wowll '

The Annual Nature compeatitions were judged this yaar by Eddy Lane ARPS DPAGE EFIAP who s a past President of the WCPF and & national PAGS judge

Eddy is a very well travelled and experienced wildifie himaelfl so is an ideal judge 10 give his opinions on the cluh's nature entries. He commented on our clubs 'strict’ rules which do not alow
captive animais and the image cannat have anything removed or addad Eddy said ha feals there is nothing wrong with a ‘record shot' of a ‘bird on a stick’ but nowadsys rathar more is
expectad and he prefars 1o see the oraature n its anvironment and showing s natural behaviour

Eddy made seaveral comments aboul subjects appearing 100 light in the frame and converssly in
some instances the subject had 100 much unnecessary space around it Biown out highlights on
white faathers was anothar recurring problem with many images and Eddy suggestad stopping
down 3 few stops to avoid the problem. The Smited depth of field when using macro lenses was
something else 10 be considerad Also monochrome rarely works with nature subjects as it is thalr
colours that maks the piclure - some Images Eddy thought & Setie boo saturated although this can
be a matter of opinian The projeciar can somedimes make images appear brighles than the
photographer has soen on their own compater screen causing the image to appear too Sight

1 was very plaasing ta a8 50 many new mambars antering a competition for the first tms and
many galning awards

Starfing with the prianls Eddy remarked an the high standaid and gave very helptul comments on
how improvements may have helped the image He said thure ware somo very amazing entries making decisions on the final swards a very difficu® task
for him Finally, 'Cold Mountain Hare' abese luf by Robert Harvey ARRPS EFIAP was awardad first place. Eddy remarkad on ha could see every halr
and the snow was pedeactly captured. In closs sacond place was Tree creepar right by Tim Tapley - a new member entaring a club compeition for the
first time. Eddy remarked how difcult it is to photograph Yee creepees as they always saem 10 quickly hide round the back of a iee

All her images ar taken in the wild and she takes great care not to disturb her
subjects and nothing ks aver moved With a great deal of patience Victoris can spend hours laying on the ground or inside a bush walting
for just the right ighting on her subject

presence

Victoria prasantad har closs up images starting with snowdrops - ona of her favourites
and then progressing through the seasons 1o the fungl and lichens of autumn, Taken with natural light with just the occasional use of 8
small LED ight to gt Bght into shadows when needed. The technical detals of each image were shown and Victordia explained the use of
Macro lenses Using a wide apariure of 2 B gives a vary shallow depth of fisld with ofton just a small part of the subject in sharp focus - the
head of a damsally, the eya of a frog or just a single flowsr

Expedmenting with the saltings until she has just the right amount of diffused delall in he background to give & suggestion of the habitat Delightful saft and
dreamy colours and shapes that complement the subjact which is often sat very much to the side lsaving space to mova into

and buildings of dlerent styfes. He marks the location of struciures in which he i inferested on Google Earth and uses 3-D view and Street-view to
take a closer look. Using apps such as Maps Me he can get step-by-step ofiine travel instructions

In the secand half of his presentation, lan went back {o his love of landacape photography Although he said he Bces bright coloues. several of the
¥mages he showod us were great In monochrome. Me Bkes 1o get up in the dark to caphure the full range of the sunrise and he often goas back to the
sama location on differant days or timas of the yasr e Hustrated this with saveral images of Bamburgh Castle all takan from tha same place (roughly)
about 20 ministes bafore the sun rose. Soma were of dazzfing sunrisas while othars (with no sundsa) were mora mited using wave movemant 1o
creats a tifferant atmosphere

His resaarch of locations and planning of shoots was &5 datalled as & was with his architectural photography
Using softwars such as Theodolyte he finds the co-ordi and baaring of sultable place and drops them into
Google Earth, where he can sdd pholos and notes. Setling “animation” i Google Earth he can scroll thivough
lime 1o see how the sunrise will aflect the location he has chosen

And 50 he ook us ta seeme of his favoure locations with wonderful images taken in various places acrass the
UK There was a sequence of shots taken over 20 minutes as the sun rose thraugh the mist ot Chew Valley Lake there were misty woodland shots in
placas like Savernake Forest and West Woods and there weta waterfails in the Yorkshire dales. Thare wers also some great images taken at Derwent
Watsr and Uliswater in the Lake District and shots taken in changing waathar conditions on Haris in the Outer Hebridas whare he wantad fo capture
the struchrs of the sand

After taking some quastions our Chakman conclided the evening by thanking lan for a very antertaining talk which not only presented some
“refreshingly different” architectural images, but showcased lan's continuing passion for landscape phutography, and expressing his respect for lan's
meticulous approach to resaarch and planning The audi howed their appraciation with 3 warm round of applavse DF
